WhatsApp: Verifying a Security Code
Video Title: Secure Your Chat: How to verify a Security Code.
Target Audience: Non-technical mobile phone users.

Most of the time, this all happens automatically in the background. But sometimes, especially if someone switches phones or reinstalls WhatsApp, your security code might change. And you might get a little notification saying "Your security code with [Contact Name] has changed."

So, how do you verify it? It's really simple!

There are two main ways to verify this code with your friend, family member, or colleague.

Option 1: Scan the QR Code. If you're physically together, this is the easiest way! Ask your friend to also go to their "Encryption" screen in your chat.

On your phone, tap "Scan Code" and then use your phone's camera to scan the QR code on their phone. If everything matches, you'll see a green checkmark! Simple as that.

Narrator:
Option 2: Compare the 60-Digit Numbers. If you're not together, don't worry! You can still verify. Both of you just need to read out the 60-digit number to each other.

Yes, it's a long number, but go slowly and read it out loud. If all the numbers match perfectly, then your chat is secure!

If for some reason the codes don't match, or if you feel something is off, it's best to stop communicating with that person on WhatsApp until you can sort it out. It's rare, but it's always better to be safe than sorry.
